Minutes of Pickering Men’s Slow Pitch General Meeting April 28th, 2009

Mike McMahon opened the meeting at 7:20 and discussed the following:

· Mike asked the floor to vote on the executive motion “to change the allocation of the annual $150.00 per team from Park Expansion to Park Improvement”. After a lengthy explanation by Al followed by several questions from the floor a vote was taken. No negative votes were recorded and motion was passed. 
· Mike introduced Rick Shanahan from NSA Canada. Rick mentioned:
· NSA will again be giving the league $60 per team in NSA merchandise credit
· NSA will again charge our league $85 per team for annual insurance, said they charge most leagues $90

· Announced that team sponsorships are available from the Harp & Crown Tavern

· Reminded all teams about submitting there receipts of selected Labatt products to NSA. For each receipt of 24 beer your team is credited $4 in NSA merchandise
· Tournament qualifier has been moved this year from Oshawa to Hamilton. $500.00 entry fee per team. Lots of fun! July 31 to Aug 2
· Rick donated glove, hoody and shirt to our league as prizes

· Ted to ensure that the link to the NSA website is prominently located on our website

· Complaint from floor about why do teams need to be at tournament headquarters in order to win the bat draw. Mike advised that the executive would review rule at next exec meeting.

· Reminded teams that they must have all players names listed on the NSA website to be covered by insurance

· Paul Provis reviewed results from the player satisfaction questionnaire distributed at the Oct 29th, 2008 general meeting

· General consensus is that players are very satisfied with our league

· Mike announced that Centre Ice Sports will again be present at out June tournament to sell baseball equipment 
· Complaint from floor about the damage to the outfield fence at Kinsmen South. Al said he will discuss with City of Pickering staff who are generally quick to repair problems where safety is an issue

· Mike asked all teams to make an extra effort to keep our diamonds free of litter. Please use the recycling bins available and leave your dugout clean after every game. 
· Mentioned the City emergency phone number 905 683-4318 to be used for problems at our parks i.e. lighting problem. Brian will post number in the park bunkers
· Advised all teams if they are interested in first aid and defibulator training to advise your division convener  ASAP and sessions will be arranged at no charge
· Advised that tournament prize money must be picked up on the Saturday or forfeited back to the league. Must show identification with score sheet to pick up prize
· After each tournament game score sheet must be submitted back to the tournament headquarters by the winning team
· Tournament headquarters for both June and August tournaments will be at the Canadian Legion on Bayly. All players are asked to respect Legion tradition by removing your hats in the general area of the Legion.

· Bat prizes for the June tournament will be the Miken Recoil and Worth Mayhem in August 
· Tournament phone number is 905 839-7765 and should be used to report things like no umpire, park problem, light failure etc. Phone will be manned at tournament headquarters

· Brian reminded teams of our leagues rainout policy. No matter what the weather both teams must have at least 8 players at the park at start time or forfeit the game
· Both teams should also report the score as a rainout and at least one team must request the convener to reschedule game

· Sunday scores must be reported by the winning team by Monday midnight or win will not be awarded

· All bats must have the 2004 ASA stamp on them and not on the ASA Non-Approved Bat List. Laminated list will be in all park bunkers
· Any player using an illegal bat will be an out and ejected from the game

· Player roster limit in our league is 21 players
