PMSPL GENERAL MEETING

WEDNESDAY, NOVEMBER 30, 2011

1. President Peter introduced the executive committee and made comments on the 2011 season highlights.
2. National Slo-Pitch Association – Pete advised that the NSA rep could not be present and that there was now a link to NSA from the league web site.

3. Treasurer’s Report – Copies of the League Financial Report were made available for the membership. There were no questions from the members. Moved by Alto accept and seconded by Alex. Carried.
4.
The following items were presented to the membership to vote on.

(a) Moved by Al, seconded by Dale, that, “Teams are required to submit a   

a hard copy of their team’s roster with their league dues on registration night and the teams must also e-mail a copy to their convenor by that same evening.” Carried

(b) Moved by Al, seconded by Dale, that, “Teams must carry a minimum of 14 players on their rosters with no maximum.” Carried
(c) Moved by Ted, seconded by Brian, that, “Intentional walks are allowed in all divisions.”

A motion was made to amend the original motion by Kevin saying that, “There will only be 1 walk per batter.” Lost for want of a seconder.

A motion was made to amend the original motion, made by Chris, seconded by Pat, “That there will only be 2 walks per team allowed.”  The motion to amend was lost, For 11, against 22.

The original motion was passed, for 22, against 16.

(d) A motion was moved by Al, seconded by Chris, that “When one or more teams leave the league in any one year one team slot is to be used by the league to form a new team (if possible) from the waiting list ahead of new teams entering the league. Carried.

President’s Report 

(a) Yearly division alignment process – Peter advised teams that they are to bring to the registration evening all information that would impact on the assignment of teams moving up or down from existing divisions. This would include new players, players leaving, etc.\
(b) Player Waiting Lists – Teams were reminded to call the registrar, Jeff Martel, if they are in need of additional players.

(c) Team Rosters – Ensure a hard copy is brought to the registration night.

(d) Disciplinary Issues – Peter advised the teams that Lee, Jeff and Mike were on the Discipline committee and asked that all team reps were to address with their teams items related to behaviour, temper and language with emphasis on being aware their were women and children in the stands.
(e) Field Maintenance – Al explained the following after talking to the City managers.
Centennial – No plans for any changes or enhancements.

Kinsmen diamonds – Drainage improvement is a problem as the diamonds are surrounded in the outfield by high water areas that are under the control of the Conservation Authority. The City does plan to improve the drainage from the areas beside the diamond down to the culverts running along side the parking lots.

William Dunbar North – Nothing can be done here as the cost of replacing the existing drainage would be prohibitive.

Dunbar South – No plans for any changes.

Dunbar North – Due to the many complaints re the lighting at this diamond the City is planning to change to a new lighting system at a cost of $138,000.00. The executive of the league has agreed to donate $15,000.00 towards this project if the remainder of the money is raised. This donation would come from the existing budgeted moneys that have been set aside for this purpose.
(f) Dugout Litter – President Pete talked about past problems in this area and requested team reps talk to their teams regarding cleaning the dugouts after games and also told the teams that umpires would be reminding them of this responsibility.

(g)Drinking/Drugs – President Peter reminded all present of the problems related to drinking and drugs at ball diamonds. He told them the neighbours at Dunmore can hear and see the problems related to this behaviour and asked that teams quit creating this problem.

6. Executive Elections
All existing positions except the A Convenor were acclaimed with the exception of the A Convenor and no one offered to run. President Peter thanked David Hunter for his 19 years of service to the executive.
7. 2012 Registration Night

President Peter advised that registration night would be on Wednesday, February 29.

8. Open Forum 

(a) Charlie from Butt’s Pumps asked for clarification re balls going into the trees at Centennial as umpires were calling ground rule doubles and others calling ground rule triples. He was advised a ground rule triple was the rule and the umpires would be covered on this in the spring.

(b) Someone asked about the jewellery rule and why umpires called it differently. Brian Sharples assured he would cover this with the umpires prior to next season.

(c) Rainouts – Someone asked about the default in a rainout if the team had less than 8 player show up. They were advised of the rational behind this in that some times not all diamonds were rained out as the storms sometimes didn’t affect some diamonds. The teams were advised that if possible teams would be advised if the diamond was rainout with no hope of being playable that day.

(d) Batters Box – Teams requested the area of the batters box and were advised it was 4 feet forward from the centre of the plate and 3 feet back from the centre.

(e) A question was asked about a ball going over the fence after coming in contact with a fielder’s glove. Brian advised it is a home run.

(f) A question was asked re ball height by pitchers and was advised that the umpires call the same for both teams to their best ability.
(g) Someone asked a question re cut-off date for adding players and was advised it is June 15.

(g) A motion was made to increase the courtesy runners from 3 to 6 in A & B divisions. Lost for want of a seconder.
